Evidence should be presented on BOTH sides of the case before you come to a final conclusion.  Remember, justice is “the quality of being just: righteous, equitable.”
A total of at least 10 pieces of evidence must be presented.  A single piece of evidence may be used on both sides of the chart.  For example, you may include why the ladder proves Hauptmann’s guilt, but how it could also prove his innocence.
In her novel The Trial, Jen Bryant states, “But when a man’s on trial for his life isn’t every word important?”  Please take those words into consideration.  

This case will carry on for future generations.  Richard Bruno Hauptmann himself stated, “They think when I die, the case will die.  They think it will be like a book I close.
